CONCERN, GOALS, AND SOLUTIONS IN REGARDS TO

LOS ROBLES, GARFIELD, EL MOLINO, AND OAK KNOLL
LOS ROBLES
Los Robles Concerns-1
· Speed enforcement continued to be essential.  Cars do speeds over 30 mph during late night and between rush hours.

· Continued observation of street signs at Ashbourne.

· Continue meeting with Alhambra on how to improve intersection of Atlantic/Los Robles at Huntington.

· Shorten “green time” of signals on Los Robles.

· We’d like the same traffic calming as on El Molino.

· Biggest problem on Los Robles is the value of cars on a residential street.

· Need greater enforcement of overweight vehicles.

· Neighboring cities have re-routed cars to Los Robles, so volume and speed and noise is increased here.  Suggest looking at this matter more closely.  This causes difficulty in going out of our driveways.

Los Robles Goals-1
· We need a plan to counteract lack of 710 freeway and So. Pasadena efforts at traffic calming.  (See attached Stephanie Johnson email.)

· Reverse what Alhambra did when In ‘n’ E/R approval, since 1998? 

· Put a dip similar to one at Mission/El Molino at Los Robles/Mission.

· Speed at 30 mph at all times (especially at night.)  

· Allow residents to back out of driveway.  (Allow enough time to back up, then move forward!)

· Eliminate 1:00 – 4:00 a.m. cut through traffic from Pasadena.

· Shorten green time of signals on Los Robles (North-South)

· Increase police patrol.

· Northbound left turn lane at Los Robles and Mission.

· Feasibility study to make Los Robles a toll road – could generate $5 million in revenue for City.

Los Robles Concerns-2
· Reduce speed.

· Control flow.

· No control for turning at Mission all 4 directions.

· People not paying attention to signage.

· Need for more “high tech” signals (walk with timing).

· Gridlock at peak times; high volume of cars.

· Los Robles and Marengo needs left turn lane, signal.

· Lights at Huntington are timed in such a way as to encourage speeding to “catch” the light, both north and southbound.

Los Robles Goals-2
· Reduce number of speeders by 50 percent.

· Improve flow.

· Enforce speed laws and intersection safety.

· Establish the reputation that speeders get ticketed in San Marino.

Los Robles Solutions-2
· Install automatic speed reading signs (solar powered.)

· Time clocks at intersections for pedestrians.

· Add turn signal at Mission.

· Install cameras, or perhaps acquire a mobile camera system that can be moved to various trouble spots.

· Increase police presence.

Los Robles Concerns-3
· Speeding.

· Too many cars.

· Cannot pull out from driveway.

· Back-to-back traffic.

· Parking along street blocks usability of residents and commuters.

· Large trucks frequent the street.

· Loud music from commuters.

· Large motorcycles (Harley Davison.)

· Window shaking/vibrating.

· Loud car with modified mufflers.

· Illegal passing using opposite lane.

· Passing using parking lanes.

· Kids cannot play outside.

· Merging of Huntington, Garfield and Atlantic causes lots of traffic flow into Los Robles.

· Traffic counts appear to be significantly worse than statistics shown.

· Fair Oaks road construction overflowing into Los Robles.

· Air pollution and noise pollution.

Los Robles Solutions-3
· Introduce traffic diversions preventing inflow to San Marino during peak periods; 7-10 a.m. and 4-7 p.m.

· Constrict entrance into Los Robles from Huntington and Atlantic.

· Constrict entrance at Marengo.

· Introduce turn restriction; no northbound through Los Robles during 7-10 a.m. and no southbound through Los Robles during 4-7 p.m.

· Increase traffic enforcement.

· Install sign to give way to residents backing out.

· Install speed camera.

Los Robles Concerns-4
· Reduce volume on Los Robles.

· Allow the left turn lane to Garfield from Huntington.

· Reduce speed by 5 mph.

· Reduce size of 30 mph zone speed signs or paint on the floor.

· Two edge lines are seen.  Second line needs to be re-painted.

· On Los Robles and Old Mill can use a light bumps for crossing.

· Need entry/exit calming element at Los Robles before Marengo/Los Robles section of center street.

· Trees on sidewalks blocking light, signs.  Visual.

· Slow volume with street light.

Los Robles Goals-4
· Reduce volume of cars on Los Robles by 25 percent.

· Traffic circle for Marengo/Los Robles or light at Marengo.

· Install entryway, calming on Los Robles.

Los Robles Solutions-4
· Install crossing button, street bump lights at Old Mill and Los Robles for pedestrian crossing.

· Cover up additional edging line; there are two and second line needs covering.

· Lower speed by 5 mph and smaller signs or paint on the road.

· Remove tree on property covers street light at Wilson/Los Robles.

Los Robles Concerns-5
· Can’t back out of driveway.

· Can’t enter – cars going too fast, takes too long to get from Mission to driveway.

· Too fast at night.

· Restricted flow northbound at Mission.

· No crossings middle of block.

Los Robles Goals-5
· Make one lane only entry into Los Robles from Huntington.

Los Robles Solutions-5
· Make one lane only entry into Los Robles from Atlantic so that Alhambra is forced to make the extra lane right turn only onto Huntington.

· Paddle round about.

· Homeowners pay for police enforcement.

· Red stripe curb along length of street to narrow lanes.

Los Robles Concerns-6
· Recent snowfall increased traffic going to mountains.

· Lack of 710 extension causes massive increased traffic.

· Increased enforcement may deter traffic.

· Better method (efficiencies) to move traffic consistently.  “Calmings” causes traffic to build.

· Too many cars all day long.

· Driving too fast.

· Street repairs currently on Fair Oaks.

Los Robles Goals-6
· Reduce traffic volume by 50%.

· Install more speed signs – radar/solar powered.

· Work with Pasadena/So. Pas./Alhambra/County/State to divert incoming traffic.

· Complete 710 freeway.

· Research jurisdictional assistance – CalTrans/MTA/State.  “Super Streets” opposite of “calming.”

· Buffer houses along Huntington Drive – westbound north side between El Molino and Los Robles.

Los Robles Solutions-6
· Reconfigure northbound Atlantic to:

· One left turn into So. Pas.

· One right turn into eastbound Huntington Dr.

· One lane straight ahead onto Los Robles.

· Work with Caltrans/MTA/County/State to complete 710 extension.

Los Robles Concerns-7
· 5:00 – 5:30 Huntington to Old Mill bumper to bumper traffic.

Los Robles Goals-7
· Less traffic both north and southbound.

Los Robles Solutions-7
· Strict enforcement of speed.

Los Robles Concerns (Pasadena)-8
· Left turn at California in morning and evening.

· Left turn at Del Mar in morning and evening.
· Someone trying to make a left turn keeps the traffic behind them from moving – sometimes one or two blocks long.

GARFIELD

Garfield Concerns-1
· Speed.

· No controls between Huntington and Monterey.
Garfield Solutions-1
· Install traffic circle.

· Install “bulb outs” strategically.

· Increase penalty for speeding tickets.

Garfield Concerns-2
· Fast traffic.

· Not well lit.

· Cars not stopping.

· Too much traffic.

Garfield Goals-2
· Increase night time visibility.

Garfield Solutions-2
· Adding more street lights.

· Trim trees.

Garfield Concerns-3
· Heavy traffic – higher northbound, faster southbound.

· Safety factor – Oak and Garfield.  Heavy traffic impedes emergency vehicles.

· Buses.

Garfield Goals-3
· Safety at Oak and Garfield.

· More effective traffic controls.

Garfield Solutions-3
· Check with MTA re buses – number of and low occupancy.

· Fixed signs – “Watch your speed – we do.” with policeman with radar gun.

· Stricter enforcement of speed laws.

· Stop light at Oak/Garfield for safety improvement and traffic control.

Garfield Concerns-4
· Heavy traffic volume.

· Speeds too high.

· Cars don’t stop for pedestrians at YMCA.

Garfield Goals-4
· Reduce speed.

· Get drivers to respect pedestrians.

· Crosswalks.

Garfield Solutions-4
· Enforcement.

· Stop sign compliance.

· Reduce speeds 5 mph.

Garfield Concerns-5
· Alhambra put a no left turn sign northbound at Huntington on Atlantic.

Garfield Goals-5
· Increase Traffic by 10%.

Garfield Solutions-5
· One Way street.

· Two lanes turn from Atlantic to Garfield.

Garfield Concerns-6
· Noisy buses.

· High count noise from cars.

Garfield Goals-6
· Reduction of Cars by 20%.

Garfield Goals-7
· Building sidewalks.

EL MOLINO
El Molino Concerns-1
· Median eliminated the major portion of traffic.  Residents pleased that traffic cannot cross Huntington via El Molino!

· “Islands” on El Molino in Pasadena helped us.

· El Molino needs improved street lighting. Important for safety.  Perhaps north of Mission Street lamps should be upgraded.

El Molino Goals-1
· Street lights improved.

El Molino Concerns-2
· Potential for school to be leased, increasing traffic (Stoneman.)

· Downhill speed.

El Molino Concerns-3
· Speeding.

· We feel numbers are worse than actual situation.

El Molino Goals-3
· Limit speed to 20 mph.
El Molino Solutions-3
· Change speed limit to 20 mph.

El Molino Concerns-4
· Speed on El Molino between Old Mill and Mission.

· Fewer sirens between Huntington and Monterey at night.

· Blind corner on Pasqualito and El Molino.

El Molino Goals-4
· Reduce speed limit to 30 miles per hour at all times especially between Old Mill and Mission.

· Entry and exit to and from driveways into residences.

El Molino Solutions-4
· “Watch your speed, we do!” sign with picture of policeman and gun.  (Smaller than speed limit sign.)

· Fixed speed radar/devices between Mission and Monterey.

· Stricter enforcement of speed laws.

El Molino Concerns-5
· Driving safety at the junction of El Molino/alley and Doresta.  El Molino is relatively narrow.  Inappropriate parking on El Molino at the above junction on both sides – all day long by employees of business entity, especially Julienne Restaurant employee.  Obscure the view of driver coming out of the alley and speeding causes accidents which have occurred before.

· Alley – frequent inappropriate parking in the alley make the alley 2/3 as one way alley or totally block the alley.  A car can’t get into the alley without knowing the parking situation, or big truck unloading temporarily parks inappropriately within the alley.  Therefore, cannot drive through the alley so car has to back out to El Molino to get out.  Alley’s inappropriate parking needs to be addressed.

· Big truck unloading in the alley without turning off engine creating a lot of noise and pollution.

· Inappropriate dumping and flushing of dirty water from Julienne make the alley and El Molino very slippery, wet, and smelly.  Dirty water drains into public drainage system (sewage system) during summer, smell very bad.

El Molino Goals-5
· Stop inappropriate parking (park all day long on El Molino by employees, especially from Julienne) on El Molino north of alley and Doresta for one block long.  

· Stop inappropriate parking (by Julienne) in the alley which makes alley become one way (should be 2 way in the alley at all times) avoid driving backward.

· Stop dumping dirty water/garbage (by Julienne) in the alley drained to El Molino and sewage system. (Illegal to do that – NPDES?)

· Stop noise and pollution by (Julienne) cargo trucks in alley.  (Cargo truck should turn off engine while unloading the cargo.)

El Molino Solutions-5
· Resident permit only parking on El Molino north of the alley and Doresta – for one block.  

· City officer – communicate with Julienne to: a) stop inappropriate parking of cars and cargo trucks to avoid making alley one way street and avoid blocking the alley.  Alley should be 2 ways at all times to avoid risky back up of cars or trucks into El Molino. b) Stop inappropriate (Julienne) dumping of the dirty “smell” water or garbage into the sewage system - making alley and El Molino wet and slippery and risky – dangerous for all drivers and cars. c) Cargo trucks unloading in the alley stop their eng9ine which causes a lot of noise and pollution to the neighborhood.

· Two mid-block medians between Wilson and Mission.

El Molino Concerns-6
· Stop sign ignored at Old Mill Road and El Molino.

· Traffic heavier (increasing.)

· 3 say stop at Mission and El Molino right of way concern.

· Speed increased – unsafe for children traveling to and from school.

· Driveway on El Molino – danger backing out.

· Entering driveway dangerous due to speed of traffic and passing on right.

El Molino Goals-6
· Reduce traffic noise – speed of traffic by 10%.\

· Make pedestrian traffic safer.

· More stop sign compliance (punitive measure.)
El Molino Solutions-6
· Speed bumps.

· Increased stop signs at each corner.

· Radar.

· Traffic circle – Old Mill Road/Wilson/Mission and El Molino.

El Molino Solutions-7
· Increase cost of speeding tickets (increase by 50%.)

Oak Knoll Concerns-1
· Speed

· Traffic

· Noise

Oak Knoll Goals-1
· Reduce bus traffic

· Reduce speed of all traffic

Oak Knoll Solutions-1
· Contact MTA re amount of buses and low occupancy

· Stricter enforcement of speed laws.

Oak Knoll Concerns-2
· Reduce speed between Huntington and Monterey.

· Bus route.

· Intersection at Monterey is offset, which confuses drivers.

· Downhill speed.

Oak Knoll Solutions-2
· Install speed bumps.

· Change pavement texture.

· Install traffic circle at Courtland intersection.

· Install “bulb outs” at strategic locations.

Oak Knoll Concerns-3
· Trucks/buses.

· Speeding.

· Narrow streets.

· Dark streets – not well lit.

· Too many cars.

· Difficulty getting out of driveway.

· Safety for children – can’t play outside.

· Loud music from commuters.

· Shaking/vibrating of windows due to loud music.

· Traffic data is just a snapshot in time and not accurate data.

· Overflow traffic from Fair Oaks.

Oak Knoll Goals-3
· No trucks/buses – 100%.

· Decrease traffic by 40%.

· Control speed – limit speed to 25 mph.

· Decrease noise by 20%.

Oak Knoll Solutions-3
· Put dips/speed bumps.

· Make difficult for trucks/buses to enter street.

· Narrow the streets or paint lines to make the street look narrow.

· Turn restrictions at peak hours – 7-10 a.m. and 4-7 p.m.

Oak Knoll Concerns-4
· Width of the road. Parked cars can be a hazard.  Bus traffic.  Bus too wide for the narrow street.

· Commute hours – traffic backs up beyond our driveway.  A traffic signal is not the answer.

· Speed of traffic.

· Buses are way too close in route and cars are always running the Oak Knoll and Monterey stop sign. I believe there should be a round about at that location; it will somewhat cause people to slow/stop.  Oak Knoll is so narrow that everything combined becomes a major issue.

· At 2030 Oak Knoll Ave. we are one house south of Monterey Road.  Approximately 125 feet from the bus stop.

Oak Knoll Goals-4
· Eliminate buses/re-route to another street.

· Control traffic through round abouts and possibly another stop sign at Courtland.

· Maybe a shorter light at Huntington to Oak Knoll to prevent up to 30 cars turning at once.

Oak Knoll Solutions-4
· Smaller buses, reduce bus routes/headway.

· Change hours, no more buses at 1:30 a.m. and 4:30 a.m.
· Re-route buses from residential.

· Reduce speed to 25 mph.
· Put a round about at Monterey and Oak Knoll.

· A stop sign at Courtland?

· Change turn light at Huntington onto Oak Knoll Ave. to only allow up to 5 cars per turn.  Right now up to 30 cars can get through light.

· Toll to drive onto Oak Knoll?

Oak Knoll Concerns-5
Speed between Huntington Drive and Monterey Road.

Oak Knoll Goals-5
Reduce speed by 5 mph.

Oak Knoll Solutions-5
Enforce speed laws.

Oak Knoll Concerns-6
Narrow straightaway.

Monterey and Oak Knoll intersection.

Noisy buses.

Oak Knoll Goals-6
Reduce speed by 10 mph.

Get rid of buses.

Oak Knoll Concerns-7
Buses – Frequency:  Too many empty buses. Speed in which they travel.

Speed of traveling:  Dangerous for children and pedestrians.  Trying to turn in driveway – dangerous.  People impatient and pass into oncoming traffic.
Oak Knoll Goals-7
No buses.

Reduced speed.

Oak Knoll Solutions-7
No buses.

Lower speed by 5 mph.

Flashing speed sign.

Oak Knoll Concerns-8
Reduce traffic.
Oak Knoll Goals-8
Eliminate bus route.

LOS ROBLES – CONCERNS
· Back-to-back traffic prevents residents from exiting own driveway

· Left turn California/Del Mar traffic from Pasadena

· Traffic volume
· Too many cars all day long

· Lower traffic speed

· Traffic quantity

· Reduce 2 merging northbound lanes to 1 lane at Huntington/Los Robles/Atlantic

· Speed/Traffic flow at key intersections

LOS ROBLES – GOALS

· Reduce number of speeders
· Enforce intersection rules
· Reduce number of vehicles by 50%
· Reduce by 25%
· Reduce speed on Los Robles by 5 miles
· Improve intersection at Atlantic-Huntington-Los Robles for the northbound traffic. Reduce 2 lanes to 1 lane northbound.
· Reduce traffic volume by 70%
LOS ROBLES – SOLUTIONS

· Entryway calming element on Los Robles by Marengo

· Reverse the lane merge on Huntington/Los Robles – to one lane

· Reduce the southbound lane south of Mission

· Build dip similar to Mission/El Molino

· Shorten all green light times on Los Robles

· Speed at 30 mph at ALL TIMES

· Stricter enforcement of speed

· Introduce traffic diversions/restrictions – No NB 7-10; no SB 4-7

· Constrict entrance

· Physically remove northbound extra lane from Atlantic to Los Robles so 1 Atlantic alone is forced to go right on Huntington

· Remove left onto Marengo from Los Robles going north

· City of San Marino to pressure State to complete 710 extension from Alhambra to Pasadena

· Install automatic permanent electronic speed monitoring signs

GARFIELD – CONCERNS

· Speed from Monterey to Huntington Drive

· Buses

· Speed between Monterey and Huntington - width of street

· Failure of cars to yield to pedestrians at Oak and Garfield (YMCA)

· Traffic quantity

· Stop light at Oak

· Add more street lights and trim trees

· Increase penalty for speeding tickets

EL MOLINO – CONCERNS

· Street lighting improvement

· Traffic speed

EL MOLINO – GOALS

· No parking or restricted parking on Mission/Doresta

· Put up sign with picture of cop with radar gun that says, “Watch your speed, we do!”

· Permit parking or restricted parking

· Put in lights
· Reduce speeders by 50%

· Add traffic circles at Wilson/Mission/Old Mill Rd.
